Introduction to Pretend City Children’s Museum

Pretend City is a community which builds better brains through fun, whole body learning
experiences and empowers children and their grown-ups to meaningfully connect with and
expand their world.

Pretend City, a non-profit organization, is an interactive children’s museum that builds better
brains through whole body learning experiences, educational programs and creative exhibits.
The 28,000 sq ft museum, near the Irvine Spectrum, Verizon Amphitheater and Wild Rivers,
opened August 30, 2009.

Pretend City is an educational institution developed for children infant to eight years old and
their grown-ups (families). Designed as a small-interconnected city, with a grocery store, farm,
doctor’s office, art studio, amphitheater, beach, marina, and many other exhibits, Pretend City
is a place to explore, learn, play and be creative in a fun environment! It is a community
resource, where families, educators and community agencies come together to help each
child reach their greatest potential.

The world has changed in the last 20 years and learning looks a lot different than it once did.
In past years, Orange County was a much more hands on and participatory place to live.
Children picked lemons from trees to make lemonade and played outside building forts with
friends. While playing in this manner, children learned basic foundational skills, like problem
solving, negotiation and teamwork.

Many children today experience the world vicariously by watching TV, using the computer,
texting on cell phones and playing video games, while others are tightly scheduled into
multiple structured activities. In addition, schools require teachers to teach to state standards,
making it more difficult to carve time out of the school day for experience-based learning.

Children must learn the foundational skills, like critical thinking, creativity, and leadership that
interactive and exploratory play helps them to learn. Pretend City gives children these
opportunities in a fun educational environment!
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What to Know Before You Go!

I. Prior to your school’s field trip...

o Please read this field trip information packet to help plan your visit to Pretend
City Children’s Museum.

(page 21).
*If you would like to visit the museum before your scheduled field trip, Educator Passes
are available. Please email your name, school name, address and the date/time you
would like to visit to fieldtrips@pretendcity.org. Your passes will be held at the ticket
counter and you will be escorted on a brief tour by staff as we have a “no grown-ups
without children” policy at the museum for security reasons.

¢ Please make bus reservations well in advance. Check with bus drivers to ensure that
they have the correct address and directions to the museum.

e Please review your field trip reservation request form and confirmation letter to
verify that all the information is correct.

e Please review invoice for correct information. This includes: arrival time, program
time, and that the selected field trip package is correct.

Il. What to expect when you arrive by bus...

e Please arrive on time. If you are running late, please call the Education Coordinator,
Noelle Seipel at (949) 428-3900 ext. 202 and be prepared for possible adjustments to
your visit.

e Upon arrival to Pretend City Children’s Museum a staff member will greet your group
at the Pretend City bus loading zone (located at the back of the museum).
*Please look for Pretend City staff. They will be wearing a green or blue polo shirt.

e A Pretend City staff member will brief the group about our Community Code of Caring
and apply wristbands to all students.

e During this time the group chaperone will check-in at the ticketing counter, located at
the front of the museum.
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lll. What to expect when you arrive by car...

Please arrive on time. If you are running late, please call the Education Coordinator,
Noelle Seipel at (949) 428-3900 ext. 202 and be prepared for possible adjustments to
your visit.

If your group is not arriving by bus a Pretend City staff member will greet your group
at the cement area outside of the front door, 15 minutes prior to the field trip start
time.

When your entire group has arrived a Pretend City staff member will brief the group
about our Community Code of Caring, apply wristbands to all students and will then
escort your group into the lobby area.

IV. What to expect when you explore Pretend City...

If there is more than one group checking-in, please understand that there may be a
waiting period. The Pretend City staff would like to check your group in as quickly and
efficiently as possible, so we ask that you please be patient.

As the staff member leads your group into the museum, be prepared to be split up
into smaller groups to ensure a well-supervised and enjoyable learning experience for
your group. This will also help prevent congestion in particular exhibits in the
museum. Please be sure that each group has the required child to adult ratio.

At the beginning of each tour, a Pretend City staff member will review our Community
Code of Caring with your group. Please be prepared to enforce these rules, as your
group may be asked to leave if your students are at any time negatively impacting the
experience of other students.

Prior to the tour a Pretend City staff member will collect the souvenir order envelopes
and provide them to our “mini mall” staff for processing during your field trip. The
filled orders will be returned to your group prior to your departure.

If you have booked a guided field trip, your group will participate in a 30 minute
lesson after the orientation. Once complete, the group will have the opportunity to
enjoy a self guided experience of exploration for the duration of the field trip.
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V. Parking

e Pretend City offers limited free parking. We encourage groups/chaperones that may
not be taking a bus to carpool.

e We have a school bus loading/unloading zone. Onsite parking for buses is NOT
available. Busses may park on nearby streets. Bunsen and Cushing are streets within
walking distance of the museum.

VI. Lunches

e During your orientation, lunches will be placed in a safe area and available for you to
distribute during the assigned lunch time.

e School groups are welcome to eat their sack lunches at Pretend City during their
assigned lunch times. Staff will assign you a designated area at the time of your
orientation.

*Please note: Pretend City makes every attempt to be a nut free and peanut free
facility. Please let parents know well in advance of your field trip about our

policy.

Rainy Days
e Regardless of weather conditions Pretend City does not refund payment. Our entire
city is indoors so you don’t have to worry about the weather!

Exhibits & Safety
e Your group’s safety is our top priority! The museum reserves the right to close any or
part of an exhibit at anytime should an immediate repair be required.

Pretend City’s Community Code of Caring

. All children need to be supervised by a grown-up while exploring Pretend City.
Pretend City is not responsible for lost or stolen items.

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The Pretend City Education Department has designed this Curriculum Guide to provide
suggested activities to prepare teachers and students for the Pretend City experience. Pre-
visit activities are designed to encourage problem-solving and critical-thinking skills for
students to utilize while at Pretend City.

Post-visit activities are designed to extend the learning opportunities past students’ Pretend
City field trip, through activities, which encourage students to recount their learning
experience and gain a deeper understanding of themselves and their community.

Key Concepts

Pretend City emphasizes the following concepts because they are so important in helping a
community maintain its success. Through their participation in the exhibit activities, the
students gain a deeper understanding of the following concepts:

Interdependence: Each profession and individual provides support for others in the
community. This mutual support helps to maintain a successful community.

Responsibility: Individuals in a community share many different roles. Each individual’s
actions can affect another, positively or negatively, while also impacting community
cohesiveness. At Pretend City, children are enabled to explore and learn about the shared
responsibilities that benefit the community.

Citizenship: Communities are made up of citizens with a variety of duties, obligations, and
functions. Diversity also contributes to the richness of a community through the blending and
sharing of our many races, cultures and personalities. This concept helps students
understand that respecting themselves, others as well as the environment, contributes to a
positive community experience.
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Overview of Field Trip Experience

Pretend City field trips provide students with a place to explore, learn, play and be creative in
a fun environment. Students will experience a small-interconnected city with creative exhibits
and the opportunity to role-play as professions in the community.

For Guided Field Trips, a schedule will be provided by a Pretend City staff member to the
teacher prior to the scheduled visit. The schedule will designate how the student groups
should be organized for the 30 minute lesson.

Self-Guided Field Trips will begin their Pretend City experience with a 15 minute briefing on
the community codes and activity books. This will be followed by any questions that students,
chaperones, or teachers may have before they explore Pretend City.

*It is recommended that prior to the field trip, all teachers group their students by age and

according to the number of chaperones (please see chaperone information sheet). This will
eliminate any confusion when arriving and departing the museum.

Meeting California State Standards

By supporting student-directed exploration, problem solving and developing critical thinking
skills, Pretend City’s field trip experience and hands-on learning helps to meet many California
State Standards.

In addition, to encourage the learning process and reinforce key concepts, the Pre-Visit and
Post-Visit activities included in this guide provide additional educational resources for
teachers and students beyond the actual field trip experience.

Tool Box Activity

Objectives:

To provide an opportunity for students to gain an understanding that they are
important to the community

To provide an opportunity for students to gain an understanding that each person
plays many roles within the community

To explore the many types of “tools” that professionals use to help function in their
role as important members of their own community and family

Materials:

Shoe boxes (one for each student)
Construction paper

Markers and/or crayons

Glue

Scissors

Pipe cleaners

Hole punchers

Instructions:

Prepared prior to the day of the lesson:
0 Ask students to bring in shoe boxes with lids
0 Four separate construction paper pieces that will fit on each side of the shoe
boxes (the box size may vary, cut to fit larger boxes, extra long sheets can be
folded inside the box or the students can trim the paper)
0 Cut pieces of construction paper to cover the shoe box lid
O Brainstorm with the students and list on the board:
= therole of a student
= the various roles that they have in the community (ex. student,
daughter/son, friend, brother/sister, soccer player/team member, etc.)
= theimportance of each role - list on board
= list the “tools” they use to be successful in the different roles
0 Have the students choose one of the roles that they actually play in the
community and think about the different tools they would like to highlight.
Have the students bring in the tools.
= Example Role & Tools: Soccer player - Soccer ball, uniform, knee pads,
cleats, elbow pads, water or other hydrating drink, etc
= Example Role & Tools: Artist - paintbrush, paint, paper, clay, pencil, etc

Project:

Each student should receive four pieces of construction paper for the box and one for
the lid
Have the students measure the construction paper to the sides of their shoe box, trim
excess
Instruct the students to decorate their construction paper with symbols of things that
are important to their particular role, create picture stories of their role interacting
with other community member and showing that their role needs others to be
successful
After decorated, glue the construction paper onto the shoe box on the appropriate
side
Give each student extra construction paper to cut and draw “tools” that are needed in
the role that they chose
0 Use a different piece of construction paper for each tool created (these tools
are additional to the ones they brought from home)
O Place the paper “tools” inside the tool box
0 Place the actual “tools” inside if they are not too large or heavy for the box (If
they cannot be placed inside, when displayed in the classroom put next to the
box.)
Hole punch one hole on each smaller side of the box
Make a slit on the lid (about 6 inches)
Put the pipe cleaner (from the inside of the box) through the hole and bend upwards
so that it hooks, repeat on the other side
Put the rounded portion of the pipe cleaner through the slit on the lid and cover box
with the lid
0 Use the pipe cleaner as the handle
0 The pipe cleaner should work unless the items within the “tool box” are
extremely heavy
Have the students take turns sharing their “tool box” with the class

Community News Activity

Objectives:
e To provide an opportunity to introduce the concepts the students will experience
during their Pretend City field trip by using a familiar community - “school”
e To provide students with the opportunity to gain an understanding of the many roles
within a community
e Toengage students in a critical thinking activity that emphasizes interdependence

Materials:
e Newspapers
e People in the school community to interview
e White paper (82X 11)
e Large pieces of construction paper
e Glue
e Scissors

Instructions:
e Priorto the interview:
0 Brainstorm about the many different professions that make a school
community work
= List them on the board
0 Place students into pairs or groups, depending upon the number of students
and professions being interviewed
0 Have each group interview a professional at the school
O Have a set a questions that every group will use (have students write them
down on paper prior to the interview)
=  What are the most important tools you need to do your job?
= How do those tools help you protect the community (school)?
=  What do you provide to the community (school)?
= What other professions help you do your job?
0 Encourage them to also ask their own questions during the interview
e Afterthe interview:
0 Explore areal newspaper and point out the name of the newspaper (The
Register, Wall Street Journal, etc.) and titles of sections within a newspaper
(Front Page, Accent, Sports, Classified, etc)
0 Discuss how the pictures relate to the topic of the article

= Discuss how some title names change - such as the name of a specific
article

= Discuss how some title names do not change - such as the name of the
newspaper (The Register, etc) and the sections (Classified, Sports, etc)

0 Have students create one newspaper article per group with the information
they gathered

= Divide the duties among the group members - reporter, writer,

photographer, editor

0 Thetitle of the article is created by the students but should include profession’s
title

0 The subtitles in the article will be the questions asked

0 Create a picture of the profession in action (doing something that
demonstrates the importance of their contribution to the community)

0 With the class create a name for the Newspaper

0 Paste the different interviews onto larger pieces of paper that will be folded to
create a newspaper

newspaper

Community Collage Activity

Objectives:

To provide students with an opportunity to explore diverse community environments
To explore and express what is important to them in a community

To foster creative and critical thinking

To explore interdependence by creating a community with structures and professions
that work together

Materials:

Magazines, newspapers, fliers, etc that have pictures of different environments and
professionals

Construction paper

Glue

Scissors

Instructions:

Prior to lesson:
0 Highlight and discuss how communities are different around the world
= Have a variety of scenes - city streets, mountain communities, farm
communities, beach communities, suburban, desert, etc
= Discuss similarities and differences
0 Show and discuss pictures of different environments
0 Show pictures of aerial views of communities as well as ground views
0 Have students bring in magazines and newspapers that have pictures of
community scenes and pictures of different professionals in the community
Day of the lesson:
0 Have students brainstorm characteristics of their ideal community
=  What would they want in it? And why?
=  What does the community need?
0 Have the students choose the environment where they would build their
community
= Desert, mountain, city, beach, etc
0 Give students an opportunity to look through the pictures in the magazines
and newspapers and cut out scenes they like
0 Have the students look at the pictures of the different community layouts
0 Glue the pictures (the pictures should fill-up both sides of the construction

paper)

0 The scenes should represent each student’s ideal community
0 Have student share their community project
=  What is important to them about the pictures they chose
=  What are some other important things they would want in their
community that are not represented on the construction paper
o0 Display the different “communities” around the classroom and discuss how the
world is made-up of many different types of communities - just as diverse as
the ones seen in the classroom

Community Quilt Activity

Objectives:
e To develop recall skills using the information explored during the visit to Pretend City
and further develop an understanding about how various professions are interrelated
e To provide the students an opportunity to explore a different profession and discover
how it benefits the community

Materials:

e Pictures from magazines or newspapers of different professions with their tools,

uniforms and other items that represent them
0 Use for visuals to prompt ideas (have posted around the room for a few days
prior to this lesson)

e Fabric crayons

e Solid light colored cotton fabric (amount will depend upon the number of students in
your class and the size of squares used)

e Thread

¢ Needles

e If possible, an adult volunteer to assist with the sewing aspect

Instructions:

e Prepared prior to day of the lesson:

0 Cut the fabric into 6x6 or 8x8 inch squares, depending upon the amount of wall
space your classroom has — each square will be sewn together to make the
quilt which will then be displayed

0 The teacher’s square will be an example of the technique and then become
part of the Community Quilt (any profession will work)

e Write the titles of different professional fields on the board (you may choose as many
as you wish). Some may include health services, postal services, education, airline
services, food services, public services (water, trash, street weep, etc), media/reporting,
emergency services, artists, etc.

e Brainstorm with the students different professions within each field and list on the
board under the appropriate field

e Brainstorm and list different tools each profession uses and the function of those tools

e Have each student choose a profession (encourage them to explore a profession other
than the one experienced during their visit at Pretend City)

Give the students one of the suggested scenarios or create your own (every student
will be working on a solution to the same problem, yet as a different professional in
the community)
0 Suggestions for the scenario:
e Flood
e Power failure
e Earthquake
Instruct students to draw a picture story on the fabric square showing their profession
working with others to solve the problem given in the scenario
0 Encourage the students to think about other professions that are vital to them
in solving the problem, but may not be listed on the board
The teacher’s square will already be made and in a place that will be easy for students
to gather around to sew
The first student finished will sew it to one of the sides of the teacher’s story square,
each student will have a turn sewing his/her patch to one side of a classmates square
0 Ifsewing is not something that can be accomplished due to age or level of
supervision, you may punch holes along the edge of the squares (ensure that they
align to other squares) and the students can tie their squares together.
Use long semi-lose stitches so that it is easy to disassemble so that each square can
eventually be returned to the students
0 Have the adult volunteers at this station to assist the students in sewing
Hang the finished quilt in the classroom
Let the students observe the quilt after it has been assembled, and discuss how it took
many people working together to solve the problem AND to make the quilt

Cultural Connection:

Discuss how some cultures make quilts as a way to socialize with other community
members or family members and when the quilt is completed discuss the fact that it
tells a certain story. The quilts are similar to a journal or history book.
Bring in a quilt or pictures of quilts that have significant meanings.

Job Posting Activity

Objectives:

To provide an opportunity for students to express what was learned during their visit
to Pretend City by documenting their learning experience

To develop a greater understanding about what skills are needed to succeed within
various professions

To foster critical thinking through creative methods

Materials:

Pictures of the various professions represented in Pretend City such as, but not limited
to:
Doctor
Firefighter
Police Officer
Grocer
Farmer
Construction Worker
0 Mechanic
Classified section of the newspaper
Construction paper
Markers/Crayons
Pencils

Instructions:

Have students look through the various ways that the classified section of the
newspaper is laid out
0 Point out the text — bold, larger font, etc
Have students explore the pictures of the profession that they were engaged in during
their visit to Pretend City, paying attention to details
0 Their actions, clothing, surrounding environment (this will help them
synthesize the information learned about the skills and characteristics
necessary for that particular profession)
Have the following categories listed on the board:
0 Jobtitle
0 Job description/duties
=  What will the person do?
0 Skills needed - What kind of skills does the person need to do his/her job?

= Personal
= Professional
0 Educational/Experience required
e Have the students create their own layout of the Job Posting using these categories
and any additional they feel are important
e Write the heading of each category on the construction paper, leaving enough room
for the description
e Fill-in the categories using what was experienced and learned during their visit to
Pretend City and any other sources of information
e Have the students get into groups and conduct interviews
0 One student in the group will be interviewed while the others are asking
questions
= The student who wrote the Job Posting will be interviewed for that
position while the other group members ask the questions
0 Continue this until every student has had a turn being interviewed by the other
students in the group
Create a “Help Wanted” wall to display the Job Postings

Extending the lesson:
e Have the students create a resume that will describe their qualifications for the
position
0 Have the each student write about the same profession (reinforcement) or
have the students change professions and use the Job Posting information
(story retell)
e Use asimple format
0 Name and address
0 Education/Experience
0 Past employment (use this area to have the students write about the job
description)
0 Special skills

Helping Hands Activity
(Goes well with the Community Quilt activity)

Objectives:
e To provide a creative opportunity for the students to document what was learned
during their visit to Pretend City and to share with their classmates
e To provide the opportunity to further learn how people and professions are

interdependent
Materials:
e Construction paper - variety of colors
e Pencils
e Crayons
e Hole punchers
e Yarn
e Scissors

Instructions:
e Create a bulletin board that has a title for the scenario that was used for the
Community Quilt lesson, the examples were as follows:
0 Flood
0 Power failure
0 Earthquake
e Have the students trace their hand on the construction paper, then cut it out
e Using the palm area of the hand have the students draw the profession in action that
they were most drawn to while visiting Pretend City
0 Include other people/professions that they will need to work with in order to
solve the challenge/problem presented by the given scenario
e Use the finger spaces to draw the tools they found useful for the profession and
specifically when solving the challenge/problem
e Hole punch near the edge on the palm
e Place the hands in groupings of each different challenge/problem that is presented by
the scenario:
0 With the yarn tie the hands together in a row
0 Tie the ends of yarn together creating a bond for the group
e Display under the appropriate title of the scenario
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
